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Hello and thank you for participating in our 2018 K9 Health Clinic.  We are very happy to bring three very talented doctors, Dr. Terri Baldwin, Dr. Ashley Saunders and Dr. Sherri Vinson to our clinic to perform exams for your dogs.
In order to make everything run as smoothly as possible, I have created a detailed schedule and I have emailed and confirmed your scheduled time with you.  I have tried to accommodate everyone’s time request.  Please be very flexible!  We appreciate your flexibility and patience as we have many different tests being offered at the same time.  We may ask you to shuffle around to get you through the process as quickly as possible.
Many of you are taking advantage of multiple health tests.  This is GREAT and I’m excited that you see the benefit for your dog and your breed to do these tests.  Our biggest challenge on Saturday will be the dreaded paperwork that is ever changing.  We will try to make this as easy as possible.  Just imagine 60 + people with multiple dogs sitting around filling out paperwork while your dogs are waiting.  Not a pretty sight. I am attaching the links for OFA paperwork that you can do at home rather than having to keep up with your dog and fill out paperwork (see page 2).
Unfortunately, the paperwork for Cardiac and Eyes is triplicate and cannot be filled out in advance.
Advanced Cardiac Database forms will be provided by examining cardiologist.

Eye Certification forms will be provided by attending ophthalmologist.

Reminders:

· Bring a copy of your dog’s registration papers with you.  This is a key to accuracy.
· Reading Glasses!  You will need to read the tiny print on the forms.  (
· Complete and download as many of the forms as possible for the exams that you are having done.  This will SAVE YOU TIME on Saturday. (See additional attachments)  We will have blank forms at the clinic if you do not understand the forms.  Please allow additional time to fill out the papers day of event.
· DO NOT feed or water your dog for 1 hour prior to DNA testing.  Food particles cause mold on the swabs and this interferes with the accuracy of the DNA testing.  Watering can cause cross contamination between dogs. 
I can say with confidence that it will be hot at our Summer event.  The facility has an air conditioned room for you to sit and do paperwork but the room is not very large and we need to keep the dogs separated.  Still we want to get the DNA testing done ASAP so we can keep the dogs watered and cool.
· Due to the specificity of DNA testing requirements by BREED, we are providing multiple DNA partners that are providing discounts for this clinic.  Please do your homework and shop among the various locations for your Breed Specific tests.  Your Breed Club can be of invaluable help with this.  We are happy to provide the testing (Cheek Swabs ONLY, NO Blood will be drawn at this clinic.).  See our website for a list of our DNA Partners.    www.K9HealthClinic.weebly.com
· We are guests at St. John’s so please respect the facility and the grounds.  Clean up after your dog.  This is the same as you would be expected to do at any dog event.
· There will be chairs provided.  However, if you want to sit outside and wait, bring a chair so you can relax between tests.

· Bring a crate so your dog can relax between tests.  They will not be allowed on the gym floors but you will be able to crate dogs in the multi-purpose room.  Crating will be in the air conditioned check in area.
· If you are doing the AKC Community Evaluation, please bring a copy of your AKC CGC certificate as you must have a CGC on file with the AKC to do the CGCA.  If you are doing Trick Dog Novice and your dog already has the AKC CGC on file with the AKC bring a copy of your CGC Certificate with you.
